Mexico’s fourth largest metropolis and 
perhaps the most spanish influenced city, with its lovely 
typically colonial architecture and its famous Talavera 
tiled buildings. (Mass) at St. Dominic's Church. The 
Chapel there, called the Chapel of Our Lady of the 
Rosary, has been called the "Eight Wonder of the 
World". We will also visit the Cathedral. Rest of the day 
on your own. Late afternoon return to our hotel. (Dinner 
and overnight). 
 

MAR. 3/SAT:    MEXICO CITY-NY 
 
After breakfast we will depart our hotel for a farewell 
visit to the Shrine of Our Lady of Guadalupe (Mass) and 
departure for the airport for our return flight home.
